However, to ensure your stove
provides optimum heating
performance, only seasoned logs
with a low moisture content should
be burnt. Logs should be seasoned
for at least two years or more to
achieve a moisture content below
20%, which can be easily checked
with a moisture meter.

Seasoned wood will not only
provide a higher heat output than
that of freshly felled timber, it will
also avoid a build-up of tar in
your flue and ensure low smoke
emissions with clean and crisp
flame visuals.
